Using the Financial page 

 
Label the gray horizontal row with the dates 
you plan to pay or at least prepare payment 
for your bills.   
 
I like to do this twice a month and have   eve-
rything stamped and ready to go.  If the bill 
is paid online, I can set an automatic pay-
ment on the correct date. If it’s a written 
check, I write the date I need to mail the pay-
ment on the back of the envelope. 
 
Label the first vertical column with who you 
are paying, the second column with the due 
date. Then write the amount due or amount 
you are paying in the appropriate column 
and check it off when you’ve paid it.
